News Update – 17th January 2012
Court resurfacing – Many of you will have heard that we plan to replace the surface on the tennis courts. It has played and held up very well over nearly 12 years and so we will be replacing the carpet like-for-like. The Parish Council has established a sinking fund to finance this, out of the rent we have been paying over the years.

The contractor is planning to start work on Monday, January 23rd and has estimated the job will take about four weeks. However, this will depend on the weather as the new carpet cannot be laid in temperatures consistently below 5°C, or when it’s very wet. Unfortunately, the courts will not be usable during this time, but it was felt that the winter would be the better time to suffer this disruption. 
For those of you receiving coaching on Saturdays who have already paid in advance, rest assured that you will not lose any sessions. Coaching will recommence immediately after the work is completed, effectively extending the term.
